1. Students will treat everyone, including their teachers, with kindness and respect regardless of their age, sex, race, appearance, or abilities.

2. Students will listen and follow their teachers’ instructions and will not needlessly disrupt their classrooms.    

3. Students will help to clean up after themselves and others.

4. Students will only use appropriate language.

6. Students will attend their scheduled activities and will not go into areas that are off-limits.  

7. Students will walk in the hallways.

9. Students will not deliberately damage church property.

In the event that a student violates one of the above-listed regulations, the student will be asked to meet with the TNT Coordinator and the Director of Christian Education.  If a second meeting is necessary, a parent will be required to attend.  If a third meeting is necessary, a parent will be required to attend all subsequent TNT sessions with his/her student to ensure that the student’s behavior meets the code of conduct.
